Jr. High Uniform Sale - 


Dr. Kilpatrick reported that the Jr. High will be offering their green and white uniforms for sale to the public.

Mr. Smock reported that new emergency warning sirens have been installed near the high school and along Nebraska near Lincoln School.  

Board Committee – 


Mrs. Menold commented on the good discussion earlier in the evening with the Special Education teachers, social workers, psychologists and speech therapists.  The Board of Education was updated on current and new programs.  Ms. Ashby also reported on proposed legislation that will negatively impact our program.


Mr. Neeley inquired as to how the Board could collectively work with other school districts concerning the proposed legislation.  Dr. Kilpatrick will consult other colleagues and update the Board in the future.
Discussion Items –



Calculus Textbook -

Dr. Kilpatrick reported that the high school Math Department has reviewed texts for the Calculus honors course.  The current text does not provide the support for graphical, numerical and analytical understandings that are necessary to support current instruction and prepare students for Advanced Placement Tests.  He noted that the review committee has analyzed three different texts and determined that the recommended text provides the best collective support for the material to be presented.  A recommendation and report was presented to the Curriculum Advisory Committee and approved.  The Board of Education agreed to put the book on public display for 30 days and consider adoption of the recommended textbook at a future meeting.  
District Goals Process Timeline – 

Dr. Kilpatrick asked the Board to provide time at future meetings for input from the Board on the goals process.  He noted that the administration has been actively preparing their plans for continuance of the educational initiatives for next year.  They will use input from the Board to develop a timeline for goal setting.  Dr. Kilpatrick suggested using the second meeting of each month during the school year for the Board to focus on goal setting.  
Mrs. Menold recommended setting aside time at the June meeting to develop a timeline and process.  Dr. Kilpatrick noted that he will prepare a draft of a timeline for the June meeting to use as a starting point.

He reported on the bidding process to remove the rubber surface and install new drain tiles.  We have received one bid from Athletic Field Services for $138,486.  This bid amount was within the original estimated cost.  He noted that, if approved, the work will begin July 1, 2008.
